Students 
that reach each tier will be rewarded in the following ways: 
1000 Minute Club (equals approx. 13 minutes a day for 75 days)

1500 Minute Club (equals approx. 20 minutes a day for 75 days) 
Spirit day- including t-shirt, jeans, hats, sports wear) 
2500 Minute Club (equals approx. 33 minutes a day for 75 days) 
3 Homework passes to use during the school year (Teachers will clarify which assignments these may be used on.)
